Recirculation Mode

The <& recirculation mode can help to quickly cool the air inside the vehicle or prevent
outside odors from entering the vehicle. It is not available while the defog or defrost mode
is selected. When the recirculation mode is used without air conditioning, the air humidity
increases and the windows may fog.

When eco mode
is engaged, transmission shifts may be
more noticeable and more noise and vibra-
tion at idle may be experienced.

Electronic Range Select (ERS) Mode

The Electronic Range Select mode allows

the driver to manually select the range

of gear positions. This feature can be

used to limit the top gear while towing or

to downshift when driving on a downhill

grade to provide engine braking. ERS

is not designed to provide sportier

performance or to be used to shift gears

similar to a manual transmission.

The (1) Low Tire Pressure warning light on the instrument cluster iluminates when one
or more of the vehicle’s tires is significantly underinflated. Fill the tires to the proper tire
pressures. The proper tire pressures for the vehicle are listed on the Tire and Loading
Information label, located below the driver's door latch. Current tire pressures can be
viewed in the Driver Information Center.

Tire pressure is affected by cold weather and distance driven. If the low tire pressure
warning light illuminates when the vehicle is first started in cooler temperatures and then
turns off as the vehicle is driven, check for the proper tire pressures.
