Lighting

According to an option selected in Menu / Setup
/ Lighting, lighting is switched on when any
heating function is in operation. Regardless of
the option selected in Menu / Setup/ lighting,
light illuminates continuously when oven
chamber door is opened and it turns off when
the door is closed.

Opening the door during cook time disconnects
the heating elements and convection fan motor
(if used). Normal operation is resumed after that
door is closed.
