Precautions

Handling the unit

When shipping the unit
The original shipping carton and packing materials
come in handy. For maximum protection, re-pack the
unit as it was originally packed at the factory.

When setting up the unit

Digital Audio Output

�� An WMA file is a Microsoft audio compression

technology.
�� WMA(Windows Media Audio) offers double the audio

compression of the MP3 format.

MP3/WMA Disc compatibility with this player is
limited as follows:
1. Sampling Frequency / only at 44.1 kHz (MP3),

22.05-44.1 kHz (WMA)
2. Bit rate / within 32-320 kbps (MP3), 

32-128 kbps (WMA)
3. CD-R physical format should be “ISO 9660”
4. If you record MP3/WMA files using the software

which cannot create a FILE SYSTEM, for example
“Direct-CD” etc., it is impossible to playback
MP3/WMA files. We recommend that you use “Easy-
CD Creator”, which creates an ISO9660 file system.

5. A single session disc requires MP3/WMA files in the
first track. If there is no MP3/WMA file in the 1st
track, it cannot playback MP3/WMA files. If you wish
to playback MP3/WMA files, format all the data in
the disc or use a new one.

6. File names should be named using 8 letters or less
and must incorporate “.mp3” or “.wma” extension
