To ensure good air circulation in the appliance, insert
the freezer drawers all the way.

If large quantities of food are to be stored in the freezer 
the middle drawer of the freezer compartment can be 
taken out of the appliance and food can be stored right 
over the food stacked in the lower drawer.

Refrigerator work features

As a result of thermal strain for components of a 
refrigerator appliance can be heard crackling noise that is 
not a defect and doesn’t affect efficiency of the appliance. 
This special sound when the thermo-regulator and 
compressor and turned on is a normal state, which 
appears during the working process of appliance’s 
electric installation.
The gas refrigerant produces a slight noise even when 
the compressor is not running (this is not a defect). 
While refrigerator appliance working process can be heard:
- flick of the temperature relay;
- murmur of refrigerant flowing round cycle;
- cracking noise because of the materials deformation by 
  temperature.
All that is not defect and doesn’t affect efficiency of 
the appliance.

Door not closing
properly

• Food package is keeping door open.
Move packages that keep door from closing.

• Fridge-freezer is not level.
Adjust the leveling screws.

• The floor on which the fridge-freezer is installed may be 
   uneven or the fridge-freezer may be unstable.

Slightly raise the front side with the leveling screw.

Interior light does
not work

• No power at outlet.
• Light lamp needs replacing.

To Reverse the Doors

Precaution

1. Before reversing the door, first of all,you should take out food and accessories 
    likeshelves or trays which are not fixed in the fridge-freezer.
2. Use Torque Wrench or Spanner to fix or remove the bolt.
3. Do not lay the fridge-freezer down.
4. Be careful not to drop the doors in disassembling 
    or assenbling. 

How to Reverse the Door

Your fridge-freezer is designed with reversible doors,so that they may open from either
the left or right hand side to suit your kitchen design.

To remove door handle     of  the refrigerator door    , 

first remove caps    , and then unscrew screws     in 

a direction of counter-clockwise. The handle     of 

the freezer door     removes in the same order. 

You do not need to follow up the above procedure 

for the hidden handle.

After unscrewing the screw     of cover hinge on 

the top    , take off cap hinge     and disconnect 

cable     (Only for the exterior display type models). 

Unscrew bolts    , which fasten upper hinge     , 

and carefully take off the refrigerator’s door     . 

Remove cap     .

Remove cap cover of door     (only for the exterior 

display type models), pull out cable     and install it 

into the opening on the opposite side of the door. 

Set the cap cover of door     in its place. 

Screw out the screw     located under the refrigerator 

door and move it emphasis on     to the opposite side. 

Fixate the screw     .

Move plastic caps     (for all types display)  and 

(only for of interior type display models) to the 

opposite side.

(Only for exterior type display). 

Press by the (-) screwdriver and separate caps     

of cover front     and unscrew screws        , remove 

cover front, then move cable     to the opposite side. 

After installation cover front     , screw by parts  

and cover it by caps     .

Reversing the doors is not covered by the warranty.Note

Unscrew bolts     of the middle hinge   , rise up 

the freezer door     to remove it. Take off cap cover     

and install it instead of middle hinge    .

After unscrewing the screws connecting the cover 

lower    , move cover lower     to the opposite side.  

Unscrew bolts     of lower hinge     rotating it by opposite 

of clockwise and than screw it in opposite side hole. 

Unscrew the bolts    , which is fixing lower hinge     & bolt      

     on the case of the refrigerator. Unscrew the screw     

on the bottom of the case which is fixated support      

of the freezer door    , move support     to the opposite 

side in appropriated place and fix it up. 

Move the upper cap     on the opposite side.

Attach removed lower hinge     to the hole, located on 

the opposite side of the case and tighten it by screws

    . Screw in bolt     in the case of the refrigerator on 

the opposite side. After fixating  of the cover lower    , 

install freezer door     to the pin in the lower hinge     .

Turn over removed middle hinge      axis outwards, 

and tighten it by screws     (Tight carefully to prevent 

scratching of the door). 

Install the washer     on the middle hinge    .

Install the refrigerator door     through matching holes 

in the lower of the door and pin of the middle hinge    .
