INTRODUCING THE RCD-945AX COMPACT DISC (CD) PLAYER

The RCD-945AX is an entry level CD player, combining easy-to-operate controls with several advanced circuit-
design features. The player has an all-metal cabinet with aluminum front panel, which gives the player a rigid and
solid construction, contributing to its performance and reliability.

The player’s disc drive is based on the single beam swing-arm technology. The swing-arm is mounted on specially
designed ball pivot bearings and direct-driven by a linear motor. This, together with its servo system, provides fast
access and excellent tracking accuracy.

Digital to analog conversion is performed using B which i improves small signal
reproduction, giving the player its characteristically rich sound quality. A coaxial digital output is also provided for
direct connection to a digital amplifier or digital audio processor.

The RCD-945AX has all the conventional CD player operating controls and several extra features for added user
convenience. The repeat function has a dual utility, providing 'whole disc' and 'single track' repeat. The scan
function plays the first 10 seconds of each track and the A<>B function repeats a passage between any two points
on a disc. The random function plays tracks in a non-sequential order and the time function provides elapsed and
remaining time readouts. The program function allows programming of 20 tracks in any sequence and provides
correction and review facilities. The RCD-945AX comes with a remote control unit that duplicates all front panel
controls and has an added 10-key pad for direct track access.

If any of these items is missing, please contact your dealer immediately.

UNPACKING

Carefully unpack your CD player and place it gently at its intended location. Please keep the packaging material
for future use in case you move or need to return the unit for service.



TRANSPORT KEYS

To protect the internal mechanism of your player from excessive shock during transit, it has been secured by two
transport keys. These transport keys are located on the bottom of the unit, as shown. Before you use your player,
be sure to remove them as follows:

» Carefully place the unit on its left side. Do not subject it to any
shocks.

» Rotate the transport keys a quarter turn counter-clockwise and pull
them out.

» Place the transport keys in a safe place, as you may need them in
the future.

* |f you are going to transport your player, be sure to re-insert the
transport keys by reversing the previous instructions. Ensure there
is no disc in the tray when you put the keys back in.

LOCATION

* Place the player on a flat, firm surface where it will be free from direct sunlight, excessive humidity,
vibrations, dust, heat or cold.

* Do not place audio or video cassettes on top of the player because their content may be erased due to the
magnetic fields created by the transformer in the player.

* Never place the player on top of an amplifier. This could block the amplifier's ventilation outlet and damage
the equipment by overheating.

INTERFERENCE

CD players can cause interference to certain equipment such as tuners or receivers. One or a combination of the
following measures may be required to eliminate this interference:

* Increase the distance between the player and the tuner (or other apparatus).

* In the case of a tuner or receiver, reorient or relocate the antenna, or use an outdoor antenna.

+ Connect the player into a AC (mains) outlet circuit different to that which the other apparatus is connected.
* Contact your dealer for further advice.

ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS

Your equipment has been designed to be powered by your local AC (mains) supply. Before connecting it to the AC
(mains) outlet, check the rating of your unit at the identification plate located on the rear panel of the unit on the
top right-hand side. Never plug the unit into an outlet of voltage different to that specified. The wrong voltage can
cause a serious fire hazard. Consult your dealer if in doubt.

EXCLUSIVE NOTE FOR U.K. - If your unit comes with a 2-core mains lead without a plug, neither
core is to be connected to the earth terminal of a three pin plug, make certain they are connected
according to the following instruction, to the proper terminals. Check that the terminals are screwed
down firmly and no loose strands of wire are present. IMPORTANT: The wires in the mains lead are
coloured in accordance with the following code:
BLUE = NEUTRAL / BROWN = LIVE

As the colours of the wires in the mains lead of this apparatus may not correspond with the coloured
markings identifying the terminals in your plug, proceed as follows: The wire which is coloured BLUE
must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the letter N or coloured BLUE or BLACK. The
wire which is coloured BROWN must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the letter L or
coloured BROWN or RED.

THE CABINET

There are no user-serviceable parts inside the unit. Do not attempt to open the cabinet, as this could damage your
unit and void your warranty. If the player is dropped, damaged or does not seem to function properly, disconnect
the power cord immediately and consult your dealer. If your unit becomes dirty, wipe it gently with a soft, clean,
dry cloth. Never use solvents of any kind. To ensure the internal mechanism is kept free from dust and dirt, do not
forget to close the disc tray.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Please ensure you read the Troubleshooting Guide on common operating errors, before concluding that the player
needs servicing.




REMOTE CONTROL UNIT

Lift the battery cover out - on the back of the remote control unit - and insert the two batteries in the correct
position, as indicated. Push the cover back in to secure the batteries properly.The remote control unit should be
pointed toward the player, to activate the functions. The average lifetime of the batteries is approximately one
year, but may vary with the intensity of usage. To ensure the proper safe-keeping of the remote control unit:

* Keep the remote control unit away from extremely hot or humid R
places.

* Avoid dropping and spilling liquids on or into the remote control
unit.

* Avoid exposing the remote sensor to direct sunlight or lighting
apparatus.

» Remove the batteries when the remote control unit will not be
used for a long time, to avoid leakage of the batteries, as this
could damage your unit.

MAKING THE CONNECTIONS

NQTE: Ensure the power is turned off and that the power cords from the equipment have been unplugged from the
AC (mains) outlet before making any connections.
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1. CONNECTING TO AN INTEGRATED AMPLIFIER OR PREAMPLIFIER

Connect the ANALOG OUTPUT jacks (1) (RCA jacks) on the back of the player, to the CD input jacks of your
amplifier, using the interconnect cord supplied. Make sure the right (RED) and the left (WHITE) channels are
correctly connected to the corresponding inputs on your amplifier. You may also connect the player to the AUX
inputs on your amplifier if the CD input is already being used by another player, or if there is no CD input available.

2. CONNECTING TO A SEPARATE D/A CONVERTER

If you have a separate D/A converter unit or an amplifier with a built-in D/A converter, you can connect the player's
DIGITAL OUTPUT jack (2), to the digital input socket. Use a proper digital interconnect cable of 75 ohm
impedance, available from your dealer.

3. CONNECTING THE POWER CORD

Connect the power cord (3) to the AC (mains) outlet. Always handle the power cord with care and never pull the
plug out by tugging the cord. Instead hold the cord by the plug and gently pull.

NOTE: Verify that all connections are properly and securely made and that the player and amplifier have been
plugged in. Hum and noise may be caused either by improper connection between turntable, tuner, amplifier
and/or speakers, or as a result of different grounding or location of the components. Check that the audio
interconnect cables are completely inserted into their jacks on both player and amplifier.



LOCATION AND OPERATION OF CONTROLS - Front Panel
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1. POWER BUTTON/INDICATOR

The POWER button switches the player on and off. After having made all the connections, press the POWER
button to switch the player on (indicated by the red POWER indicator), or off.

2.. REMOTE SENSOR & MULTI-FUNCTION DISPLAY

The remote sensor receives comands from the remote control unit. The display provides comprehensive
information on the number of tracks on the disc, the playing time, the state of play and special functions of the
player. The different displays and modes are described below:

Disc size indicator - an oval figure on the bottom left-hand side of the display shows the number 12 or 8
beside it, to indicate whether a 12cm/5" or an 8cm/3" disc is inserted in the tray.

PLAY mode - when a disc is playing, the display indicates the currently playing track number, the PLAY
symbol (>), and the elapsed track playing time. On the right-hand side there is a track calendar, which shows
the tracks that still remain to be played.

STOP mode - when a disc is correctly inserted in the player, it indicates: the number of tracks and playing
length of the disc, the size of the disc and the track calendar (all track numbers are shown).

PAUSE mode - shows a flashing PLAY indicator. The disc spins but sound is muted.

PROG mode - when programming, the letter P appears beside the chosen track number, and the word
"PROGRAM" and track number appear in the track calendar on the right-hand side.

SCAN mode - the disc size indicator (small oval figure) flashes when the player is in SCAN mode.

RANDOM mode - the word 'RANDOM' appears in the track calendar and the tracks flash around the screen
until the player randomly selects a track to be played.

REPEAT mode - shows the word 'REPEAT", either still - to indicate 'disc or program' repeat -, or flashing - to
indicate 'single track' repeat.

A<>B mode - shows the word 'A<>B' flashing, to indicate the start point of the selected section has been set.
The 'A<>B' word stops flashing when the end point of the section has been set.

TIME display - shows either elapsed track, elapsed disc, or remaining disc playing times, depending on
which mode the player is in, and on how many times the TIME button is pressed.

3. OPEN/CLOSE BUTTON (OPN/CLS)

Slides the disc tray in or out of the player, for loading or unloading the discs. When the disc tray closes and a disc
is loaded, the player also automatically reads the disc's table of contents.

To open, press the OPN/CLS button. The disc tray slides out and the display indicates OPEN.

Remove a disc from its case, holding it by its edges and insert it flat in the tray with the printed side facing
upwards. If it is a 12cm/5" disc place it within the outer grooves of the tray. If it is an 8cm/3" disc (CD single),
place it within the inner grooves of the tray.

Do not place more than one disc in the disc tray. If no disc is loaded or a disc is loaded incorrectly (e.g.
upside down) in the disc tray, the display indicates there is no disc by showing the word 'dISC'.

After correctly loading a disc, close the disc tray in one of three ways: press the OPN/CLS button; press the
PLAY button; or push the disc tray gently inside the player. If the disc tray is closed by pushing it or by
pressing the PLAY button, the disc automatically starts playing once the disc tray is fully closed.

Press the OPN/CLS button to stop playback and have the disc tray slide out at the same time. The disc stops
playing immediately, the word OPEN appears on the display and the disc tray slides out of the player.



4. PLAY BUTTON

Initiates playback of the disc, selected track or program, and re-starts playback of the currently playing track. This
function is also available from the remote control unit.

» To play the disc from beginning to end, press the PLAY button either after placing the disc on the disc tray, or
after the tray and disc have slid inside the player. The player reads the contents list of the disc, shows it is in
PLAY mode, and begins playback.

» Pressing the PLAY button while a track is playing, returns to play the beginning of the track (re-PLAY).

» To start playback with a different track, press the TRACK buttons to select the desired track and then press
the PLAY button. The chosen track number appears on the display and play begins with the selected track
and then plays the rest of the tracks on the disc.

» When all the tracks have been played, the player goes into STOP mode.

NOTE: Do not wait more than 4 or 5 seconds between pressing the TRACK button and the PLAY button, otherwise
the player will return to STOP mode.
5. STOP BUTTON

Stops disc playback. To end play before the disc has ended, press the STOP button. Playback stops and the
display shows it is in STOP mode. This function is also available from the remote control unit.

6. PAUSE BUTTON

Interrupts playback and holds play at the start of a track or passage. This function is also available from the
remote control unit.

Interrupting playback

» For short playback interruptions press the PAUSE button when in PLAY mode. The play indicator on the
display flashes to indicate the player is in PAUSE mode.

¢ The disc continues to spin at that point but the sound is muted. The re-PLAY, SEARCH and TRACK buttons
can be used during PAUSE mode to move to a different track or passage of the disc. When playback is
resumed, the new track or passage will be played.

* To cancel the PAUSE mode, press the PAUSE button again. Sound re-starts either at the exact point where
playback was interrupted, or at the new point moved to while in PAUSE mode. PAUSE mode is also canceled
if the STOP or OPN/CLS buttons are pressed.

Holding play at the start of a track or passage

* Press the PAUSE button while in STOP mode. No PAUSE indicator is displayed. Press the PLAY button, the
disc starts spinning but the sound is muted. The player now shows it is in PAUSE mode.

+ Use the TRACK, SEARCH and re-PLAY buttons, to reach a desired track or passage in the disc.

* Press the PAUSE button to begin play at the chosen point in the disc.

7. << TRACK >> BUTTONS

Moves sequentially across the disc to the beginning of each track, in either a forward (>>) or reverse (<<)
direction. This function is also available from the remote control unit.

* The TRACK buttons can move in single steps if pressed a single time, or continuously if the buttons are held
down. To select the next track, press the TRACK >> button. To select the previous track press the << TRACK
button.

+ While in STOP mode, continuously press one of the TRACK buttons. The player moves continuously along
the tracks in either direction until the TRACK button is released.

* While in PLAY mode, continuously press one of the TRACK buttons. The player moves in either direction, but
when the discs limits are reached the word 'Err* (error) is shown. Playback of the track begins when the
TRACK button is released.

8. PROG BUTTON

Compiles personally selected tracks into a program. This function is also available from the remote control unit.

Programming a selected number of tracks for playback

* You can only compile a program when the disc is loaded and the player is in STOP mode.
* To compile a program: select the first track and then press the PROG button - the display shows it is in
PROG mode. To include more tracks in the program, follow these instructions repeatedly.



s A track may only be stored once, though any track may be stored in any order. The track calendar shows
each programmed track number.

« Do not allow more than 5 seconds to elapse between pressing the track number and pressing the PROG
button, otherwise the player will go into STOP mode.

« |f more than 20 entries are stored, the display will indicate 'FULL".

« Pressing the PROG button without having selected or stored any tracks will show the word 'Err* (error) on the
display.

Playing and reviewing a program

« Press the PLAY button. Playback starts with the first entry or track number of the program. The track calendar
shows the programmed tracks that still remain to be played.

« When all the tracks on the program have been played, the player goes into STOP mode.

s All playback functions remain the same as with an unprogrammed disc, except: SCAN - only scans the
programmed tracks; TIME - only shows the elapsed track time on the display; and SEARCH - only searches
through the currently playing track.

+ Press the PROG button to review the order of the whole program. The display will show an 'r' (review), as the
player runs briefly through the chosen sequence of programmed tracks.

Deleting a track or the whole program

+ To delete a track, select the track number you want deleted while in STOP mode, and press the PROG
button. The P and the track number from the track calendar, will disappear from the display.

« To delete the whole program, press the STOP button while the player is in STOP mode. The program can
also be deleted by pressing either the OPN/CLS, the RANDOM or the A<>B button.

9. SCAN BUTTON

Plays an introductory first 10 seconds of all the tracks on the disc or program. This function is also available from
the remote control unit.

s+ Press the SCAN button during PLAY mode. The disc size indicator (small oval figure in the display), flashes
when the SCAN button is pressed to indicate the player is in SCAN mode.

« The SCAN and PLAY modes are cancelled when the player has scanned the whole disc or program.

« The re-PLAY function starts playback of the currently scanned track again.

+ To cancel the SCAN mode, either press the SCAN button again, or press the OPN/CLS, STOP, RANDOM or
A<>B button.

» The SEARCH buttons do not work when in SCAN mode.

10. RANDOM BUTTON

Plays the tracks on the disc in a non-sequential (random) order, different to that predefined by the disc. This
function is also available from the remote control unit.

» Press the RANDOM button. Faintly flashing tracks are shown in the track calendar, until the player generates
a random track. Random tracks are then played until the RANDOM mode is cancelled.

s The player selects all the tracks of the disc without repeating them. To skip to the next track, press one of the
TRACK buttons.

« The SEARCH buttons only search through the currently playing track.

+ To cancel the RANDOM mode, either press the RANDOM button again, or the OPN/CLS, STOP, SCAN or
A<>B buttons. Normal playback continues from that point onwards.

11. REPEAT BUTTON (REPT)

Initiates repeat playback either of the entire disc, program or currently playing track. This function is also availabie
from the remote control unit.

Whole disc or whole program repeat

« Press the REPEAT button once. The REPEAT indicator appears in the display. If you are in STOP mode,
press the PLAY button to initiate playback.

s After the player reaches the last track on the disc or program, it automatically starts playing the first track
again. The disc or program continues to be repeated until the REPEAT mode is cancelled.



Track repeat
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If in STOP mode, chose the track you want repeated. Press the REPEAT button twice. The REPEAT indicator
on the display starts flashing. Press the PLAY button to initiate repeat playback.

If in PLAY mode, press the REPEAT button twice (the REPEAT indicator flashes). The currently playing track
will be continuously repeated.

The track is repeated until the REPEAT mode is cancelled.

Cancelling the repeat mode

.

To cancel the repeat "whole disc or program"” mode, press the REPEAT button twice.
To cancel the repeat "track" mode, press the REPEAT button once.
The repeat mode can also be canceled by pressing either the OPN/CLS or STOP button.

12. A<>B BUTTON

Programs a section of the track or disc, so it will loop or repeat itself continuously (useful for example, for learning
the chords or words of a song, or for producing special effects when recording). This function is also available from
the remote control unit.

While in PLAY mode, press the A<>B button at the desired starting point of the section you want repeated.
The A<>B indicator starts flashing, indicating that the starting point of the section is set.

Press the A<>B button again at the desired ending point. The A<>B indicator is now lit continuously,
indicating the end point of the section is set. The player immediately starts playing the programmed section
continuously.

To cancel the A<>B mode, press the A<>B button again. The A<>B indicator disappears and normal
playback continues from that point onwards. The OPN/CLS, STOP, SCAN or RANDOM buttons also cancel
the A<>B mode.

Pressing the PLAY button after setting the A<>B mode, returns the player to the beginning of the currently
playing track. If the beginning of the track is not within the programmed A<>B section, the disc carries on
playing normally until it reaches the A<>B section. From then on the A<>B section will be repeated
continuously.

13. TIME BUTTON

Switches between readouts of the elapsed track, elapsed disc and remaining disc times. This function is also
available from the remote control unit.
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The default TIME display during STOP mode shows the total number of tracks and the total playing time of
the loaded disc.

The default TIME display during PLAY mode, shows the elapsed track playback time. Press the TIME button
once, to show the elapsed disc playback time; press the TIME button again, to show the remaining disc
playback time; and press the TIME button once more, to revert to the default elapsed track playback time.
During PROGRAM or RANDOM modes, only the default elapsed track playback time is shown.

14. << SEARCH >> BUTTONS

Scans the disc in a forward (>>) or reverse (<<) direction, to locate a particular passage in a track. This function is
also available from the remote control unit.

During PLAY mode, hold down either the << SEARCH button to scan backwards, or the SEARCH >> button
to scan forwards. When the buttons are released playback starts immediately.

During SEARCH mode, the player moves at two successive speeds. During the first speed, the sound of the
disc remains audible, making it easier to find the exact passage. The top speed is reached after two seconds,
at which point the sound is muted.

The unit stops searching once it reaches either limit on the disc, though the disc will continue spinning. Play is
resumed when the SEARCH buttons are released.

When the unit is in SCAN mode, the search function does not work. When the player is in PROGRAM or
RANDOM modes, the search function stops at the limits of the current track.



LOCATION AND OPERATION OF CONTROLS - Remote Control Unit

NOTE: The remote control unit duplicates exactly all front panel functions except the POWER and OPN/CLS
buttons. To see the operating instructions of the remote control unit buttons, please refer to buttons 4 to 14 in the
previous section. Added also to the remote control unit, are the Direct Track Access buttons, explained below:

program, the display indicates 'Err' (error).
NOTE: When the remote control unit is used, the player acknowledges

reception of the commands by flashing the words TRACK, MIN and SEC
and the track calendar box, in the display. They will flash as long as any of
the remote control unit buttons is being pressed.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

If your CD player does not seem to function properly or you suspect it is faulty, please consult the points below to
check if the problem can be solved without first calling up a technician. Under no circumstances should you open
the player, as you may cause damage and void the warranty.

The display and POWER Indicator do not light up

* The AC (mains) plug is not connected properly into the AC (mains) outlet.

* The player is not connected properly or the POWER button has not been pressed in far enough.

» There is no power supply at the AC (mains) outlet. Check if another appliance works in that outlet.

The disc tray does not slide in or out

* The transport keys have not been removed.

* You did not aim accurately enough in the direction of the player.

» The batteries are weak or dead.

* The laser pick-up has been covered with moisture

condensation, due to rapid changes in temperature or

exposure to high levels of dampness. Remove the disc, and leave the player switched on for about an hour until

the moisture evaporates.
