Some fluorescent tubes used in this TV set also
contain mercury. Follow your local ordinances and
regulations for disposal.

Handling and cleaning the screen surface/cahinet

Never use any type of abrasive pad, alkaline/acid
cleaner, scouring powder, or volatile solvent, such as
alcohol, benzene, thinner or insecticide. Using such
materials or maintaining prolonged contact with rubber
or vinyl materials may result in damage to the screen
surface and cabinet material.

When adjusting the angle of the TV set, moveit slowly
so asto prevent the TV set from moving or slipping off
from its table stand

Optional Equipment
