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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using an electrical appliance, basic safety precautions should always be followed to reduce the

risk of fire, electric shock and/or injury to persons, including the following:

e Use only with corresponding voltage (220-240V, 50 Hz).

e Make sure that the socket into which you plug the appliance inis earthed.

e Never immerse the Power Cord (8) with the plug, kettle or Power Base (6) into water or any other

liquid.

Do not use the kettle in the bathroom or near any source of water. Do not use outdoors.

Do not touch hot surfaces. Use the Handle (3).

Do not open the Lid (2) while the water is boiling.

Switch off and unplug the appliance from the power outlet when not in use, before filling or emptying

with water. Allow cooling before cleaning.

Take care when pouring, pour slowly, and do not overfill the kettle.

Water can remain hot for a considerable time after boiling and can present a scald hazard. Keep the

kettle, the Power Base (6), and the mains lead away from the edge of worktops and out of the reach

of children.

e Do notallow the Power Cord (8) to hang over the edge of the table or worktop, or any where it may be
accidentally caught or tripped over.

e (Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or operated near children or infirm
persons.

e Unplug the Power Base (6) from the wall socket when not in use, before repositioning and before

cleaning. Allow the kettle to cool down completely before cleaning and before storing away.

Ensure that the Lid (2) is closed before switching the kettle on, otherwise it may not switch off.

Check that the kettle is properly located on the Power Base (6) before switching it on.

Do not switch on unless the kettle contains at least two cups of water, otherwise you may damage it.

Do not fill above the «MAX» mark on the Water Level Gauge (4) (1.7 Liter).

Remove the kettle from its Power Base (6 ) before filling or pouring.

Do not operate the appliance in the presence of explosive and on flammable liquid or fumes.

Do not place the kettle, Power Base (6), or Power Cord (8) on or near any hot surfaces such as a gas

flame, electric element, or in a heated oven.

e Do not use the kettle for any purpose other than its intended use as described in these instructions.
This appliance is intended for normal domestic household use only. The use of accessory
attachments other than those recommended by the manufacturer may cause safety hazards.

e Use the kettle only with the Power Base (6) supplied (and vice versa).

e Do not operate the appliance with a damaged Power Cord (8) or plug, or after the appliance
malfunctions, or if it has been damaged in any manner. Return the complete appliance immediately
to a service center or authorized service agent for inspection, and if necessary, adjustment or repair.

e Do notoperate the product on aninclined surface.

e Do not operate unless the kettle contains the sufficientamount of water.

BEFORETHEFIRSTUSE

Take all the parts of the appliance out of the packing, and remove all labels and stickers. Keep all the
packaging material in a safe place in case at any time you wish to repack the appliance for shipping
purpose.

Clean the kettle thoroughly (see section <CARE AND CLEANING»). Wipe with a damp cloth.

Before switching on, make sure that the voltage of your supply is the same as indicated on the bottom
of the kettle (220-240V, 50 Hz).

Fill the kettle with the maximum quantity of the cold water up to the <MAX» mark and boil the water pour
out and boil again - 2-3 times. Each time pouring out the boiled water.

Discard the boiled water and rinse the kettle out with cold water before the first use. Do not use this
water in cooking, pour it away.

APPLIANCEUSE
Positioning

Put the Power Base (g) on a stable, level surface.

Route the Power Cord (8) so that it does not overhang the work surface, and can not be caught
accidentally. Shorten the Power Cord (8) by winding it round the cord storage area under the Power
Base (6), and bring it out of the cord exit cut into the Power Base ().

Lift the Lid (2), fill the kettle with the desired amount of cold water (between the «<MAX» and «MIN»
marks), and close the Lid (2).

Depress the Switch (5) to start the kettle heating. The Indicator Light (7) on the kettle will illuminate.
When the water has boiled the kettle will automatically turn off. If required the water may be brought
back to the boil by waiting a few seconds and depressing the Switch (5) again.

Openingthelid

Remove the kettle from the Power Base (6). If the Switch (5) has been pushed down inadvertently, it will
spring up, into the «OFF» position.

Warning: If the kettle has just boiled, it will be full of steam, which will escape as soon as the Lid (2) is
opened.

Filling

Remove the kettle from the Power Base (6).

Open the Lid (2) and fill the kettle via the Lid (2) aperture.

Watch the level of water on the Water Level Gauge (4). You must boil at least two cups of water, but the
water level must be below the «MAX>» mark.

Do not overfill the kettle. If the kettle is overfilled, there is a risk that boiling water may be ejected.

Close the Lid (2) and press it down. Check that it is fully closed; otherwise the kettle may not switch off
when itis boiling.

Switchingon

Check that the Switch (5) is in the «<OFF» position (lift the kettle from the Power Base (6) and set it down
again).

Plug the Power Base (6) into the wall socket. If necessary, switch it into the socket. Gently position the
kettle on the Power Base (6), taking care not to spill any water.

Press the Switch (5) down. The Switch (5) will light up, and the kettle will start to heat up.

When the water has boiled the kettle will switch off automatically, the Switch (5) will return to the «OFF»
position and the Indicator Light (7) will go out.
If you need to switch the kettle off at any time before the water is boilt, simply lift it front the Power Base
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(6) and set it down again. The Switch (5) will pop up into the «OFF» position.

General

e When you lift the kettle from the Power Base (6), you may see moisture on the surface of the Power
Base (6). This is the steam used to switch the kettle off automatically, which then condenses and is
allowed to escape via vents in the underside of the kettle. This is perfectly normal, and should not be
acause foralarm.

e While boiling the kettle, the Water Level Gauge (4) might fog up, cover with steam from the inside,
thatis absolutely normal, inawhile the steam will go out. That is not the case of breakage.

e Remove the kettle from the Power Base (6) before attempting to pour.

e Whenfilling or carrying the kettle, do not lift it backwards, as this may allow water to pass through the
steam aperture on to the control area. Should this occur, the kettle must be allowed to dry before
usage.

e Toavoid the risk of splashing, pour slowly and do not over tilt the kettle.

Misuse

e Do not switch the kettle on unless it contains at least two cups of water. Misuse of this kind will
shorten the life of the element.

e [fthe kettle is accidentally switched on when it does not contain sufficient amount of water, a boil-dry
device will automatically switch it off. Wait until the kettle cools down before filling, as the element will
be hot and spitting may occur.

AUTO SHUT OFF FUNCTION

An automatic safety is fitted to the kettle for protection against boil-dry overheating. It will operate if the
kettle is switched «ON» when there is insufficient amount of water inside the kettle (i. e. the kettle is not
above the «MIN» mark). If this should occur, switch the kettle off and remove the Power Cord (8) from the
power outlet. Allow cooling for 10 minutes then refilling with cold water and reconnecting to the power
outlet.

CAREAND CLEANING

e Always remove the plug from the socket and allow the appliance to cool.

e Wipe the exterior of the kettle and the Power Base (6) with a damp soft cloth.

e Remove stubborn spots with a cloth moistened (not wet) with sudsy water or mild, non-abrasive
cleaner.

® Avoid using scouring pads, harsh detergents, solvents, polish, abrasive or aerosol cleaners as they
may damage surfaces of the product. Dry with a clean, soft cloth before storage, or reconnecting to
the power outlet.

e Don'timmerse the kettle or the Power Base (6) into the water or any other liquids.

e Usethe cord storage which is located in the Power Base (6) to keep the Power Cord (8).

e From time to time, depending on the nature of your water supply, you need to clean the inside of the
kettle. This can be done in the following manner:
1. Fillthe kettle with cold tap water half full.
2. Add 30 ml of while vinegar to the water in the kettle.
3. Boil the mixture and leave it for 1 or 2 minutes, then re-boil the mixtures and re-boil once more

with clean water.

Note:

e Never use corrosive or scouring cleaning agents or sharp objects (such as knives, hard brushes
etc.) to clean the appliance.

e Never put the kettle or the Power Base (6) into the dishwasher.

CLEANING THEFILTER
Make sure that your hands are clean and free from soap, hand cream, or anything else which might

leave a taint.
2. Remove the kettle from the Power Base (6).
3. Openthelid(2).
4. Grip the top of the filter and pull it up, out of the kettle. Wash the filter in warm soapy water. Rinse and

dry with a clean, soft cloth.
5. Insertthe filter back into the body making sure it is correctly located.
