BATTERY REPLACEMENT:

This appliance is designed for use with 1 x AA battery (1.5V) (not included). If the trimmer motor slows down in operation or
becomes less efficient, replace the battery.

To replace the battery, twist off the bottom cover as shown in the picture below. Insert AA battery.

OPERATION

To attach: place the chosen attachment onto the open end of the groomer, and turn it so the solid arrow aligns with solid circle.
To remove: Turn the attachment so the open arrow aligns with the open circle, and pull it off.

. Remove the safety cap.

. Select the desired blade and attach to the body of the unit using the twist lock system.
. Switch on the trimmer — you will hear the motor working.

. Use trimmer as directed below.

. Switch the device off after use and clear the head with a brush.

GROOMING

Hair should be dry and free from lotions when using your groomer.

Comb your hair outwards so they are at their maximum height and facing in the same direction.

Make sure the groomer does not have damaged or broken cutter units, which could cause injury if used.

BEARD (Use the wide trimmer and the desired comb attachment)

Select the desired hair length comb to the groomer head as detailed above.

Set the comb to the desired trim length. It's usually a good idea to use a longer setting until you are familiar with the groomer, to
avoid trimming excess hair.

Turn the groomer on and start under your chin and follow your jaw line, trim toward your ear and upper beard line using an
upward motion. Allow the comb attachment to follow the contours of your face.

THINNING AND TAPERING (Use the wide trimmer)
Turn the groomer on and use the small comb to hold the beard hairs in place while trimming.
Holding the groomer with the cutting unit facing away from you, move the groomer along the length of the comb.

BEARD LINE (Use the wide trimmer)

Switch on and hold the groomer with the trimmer cutting blades facing you.

Lightly touch the cutting blades to your face and draw the groomer toward your beard line. For your neck, draw the groomer
away from desired beard line.



AROUND THE BEARD (Use the mini screen shaver attachment)

= Turn the groomer on and use the Mini Screen shaver to shave the detail areas around the beard.

= Hold the groomer so the mini screen gently touches your skin. This allows the unit to give you the closest shave with minimum
screen wear. Avoid holding the groomer at an angle. This will distort the screen and may cause skin irritation.

EAR (Use the nose/ear trimmer head)

= Turn the groomer on and gently insert groomer’s cutting unit into the outer ear canal. For safe trimming, avoid inserting the
groomer more that % inch into the ear canal.

= Rotate the groomer in a circular motion, gently moving it in and out as you rotate.

OUTER EAR (Use the nose/ear trimmer head)
= Turn the groomer on and carefully guide the groomer around surfaces of the ear where there are unwanted hairs.

EYEBROWS (Use the nose/ear trimmer head)

= Turn the groomer on and carefully guide the cutting edges to stray hairs along the eyebrow line or protruding from the eyebrow
itself.

= For best results, don't use the groomer to define the entire eyebrow.

MUSTACHE (Use the wide trimmer)

= Use a small comb to straighten hairs for trimming.

= Turn the groomer on and lightly touch the cutting blades to the mustache. Too much pressure may trim more hair than desired.
= Since all hairs do not grow in the same direction, you may want to try trimming upwards, downwards, or across.

= Practice will produce optimum results.

NAPE OF NECK (Use the wide trimmer)

= Use a hand mirror if you are trimming the nape of your neck yourself.

= Lift the hair up off the neck, and use your index finger to cover the roots of any hair you DON'T want to trim. This will serve as a
bumper to prevent accidentally trimming too much hair.

= Turn the groomer on and hold it base-side up.

= Place the cutting edges to your neck, and move the groomer slowly up your neck until it touches the finger that’s covering the
roots of your hair.



NOSE (Use nose/ear trimmer)

Turn the groomer on and insert groomer’s cutting unit gently into the nostril. For safe trimming, avoid inserting the groomer more
than % inch into your nostril.

Rotate the groomer in a circular motion around the opening of the nostril, gently moving it in and out as you rotate.

CLEANING AND CARE

. The appliance should be switched off before cleaning. Remove the battery and loosen the head by turning in counter-clockwise
. Remove the cutter blade (WARNING — CARE SHOULD BE TAKEN IN HANDLING THE BLADE AS IT IS VERY SHARP)

. Brush the cutter blade and surrounding with the cleaning brush

. Re-assemble the trimmer by repeating the process in the reverse order

. Clean the body with a soft dry cloth.

. Do not use any harsh detergents, abrasives, solvents or cleaners. Never immerse in water to clean.
