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GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

¢ Before switching on the appliance, please read these operating instructions carefully
and keeps them safely together with the guarantee slip, the receipt and if possible the
box with inner packaging.

e The appliance is intended for domestic use only. Commercial and industrial use may
cause damages and will void warranty. Use only as described in this instruction booklet.

¢ For Indoor use only. Keep the appliance away from heating (radiator, oven and so on),
direct sunlight, moisture (on no account immerse in liquid) and sharp edges.

¢ Do not use the appliance if your hands are wet. Unplug immediately if the appliance
gets wet or damp. Do not touch the water.

¢ Never leave the appliance unattended. Do not let children play with the appliance. In
order to protect children against the risks of electric appliances, make sure that the
cable does not hang down and that children have no access to it.

¢ Check the appliance and the cable regularly for damage. Please do not switch on the
appliance if it appears to be faulty in any way. The appliance should only be repaired
by a qualified person.

¢ Only use original parts.

e Do not vacuum anything that is burning or smoking, such as cigarettes or
hot ashes.

¢ Do not use without filters in place.

¢ Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

SPECIAL SAFETY INSTRUCTION

Power source:

Before using the appliance, check that the mains power voltage corresponds with the
voltage shown on the rating plate.

Cleaning:

¢ Unplug the appliance before cleaning.

¢ Do not use liquid or aerosol cleaners.

¢ Clean your appliance with a soft dry cloth.

Operation:

¢ Do not vacuum liquids, hot ash, sharp or large objects that may cause damage.

¢ Keep hair, clothing and parts of your body away from the vacuum nozzle while using
the appliance!

e Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

- do not remove the plug from the socket by pulling the cable or the appliance itself;
- do not run the appliance over the power cable;

- do not use the appliance to vacuum lighted matches, cigarette ends or hot ash;

- do not use the appliance on wet surface;

- do not obstruct the air intake or outlet vents;

- do not use the appliance to vacuum needles, drawing-pins or string.

ASSEMBLING THE VACUUM CLEANER

Always remove the plug from the power socket before fitting or removing accessories.

Fitting the Flexible Hose

Insert the flexible hose into the hose socket on the front cover of the
appliance. Press the flexible hose into the hose socket until the
hose clicks into place. See fig.1

Removing the Flexible Hose

To remove the flexible hose, press the locking buttons on the base
of either side of the flexible hose to release the lock. Pull the flexible
hose out of the hose socket.

Fitting the Telescopic Tubes and Accessories

Attach the telescopic tubes to the curved handle of the flexible
hose. To extend the tubes, push on the button at the centre join and
pull the inner tube outward.

Attach the preferred cleaning accessory to the end of the telescop-
ic tube. See fig.2

Removing the Telescopic Tube and Accessories
To remove the plastic tube and accessories, hold each piece tight-
ly and pull firmly apart.

Unwind the length of power cord required, then position the power cord so that it is not

likely to be walked on or pinched by things placed on or against it,
finally insert the plug into the power socket. A YELLOW mark on the
power cord indicates the ideal cable length. Do no extend the power
cord beyond the RED mark.

1. Press the On/Off Switch Pedal to switch the appliance ON.

2. Adjust the Suction control knob on the curved handle to control

the suction. The suction will be reduced with a larger air opening.
See fig.3

Retracting Cord
To rewind cord, press on cord rewinding pedal.
CAUTION: Cord retracts very quickly. Take care to avoid injury.

The "HEPA" filters provide the most effective system of absorbing fig.5
practically all suspended dust particles, pollen, and mold spores in

the room.

It is important to ensure the filters are clean, because the effectiveness of the vacuum
cleaner functioning depends on it. Clean the filters regularly and replace them if needed.

1. Cleaning the inlet filter (21)

To clean the inlet filter, remove the dust collector from
the vacuum cleaner and disconnect the gauze inlet filter.
Wash the filter with flowing water, let it dry and install to
its proper place in the vacuum cleaner.

2. Cleaning the filter element (Fig. 6)

¢ Remove the dust collector from the vacuum cleaner.

¢ Empty the dust collector before cleaning the filter.

e Turn the upper lid (A) of the dust collector anticlockwise
and remove it.

¢ Turn the internal lid (B) anticlockwise and remove the fil-

ter element.
e To continue disassembling the filter element turn the
internal lid (B) clockwise.
¢ Remove the gauze pre-filter (C) from the filter element.
* Wash the gauze pre-filter (C) with flowing water and let it dry completely.
¢ To clean the "Hepa" filter (D) you may either brush it or wash with flowing water.

Warning: Do not wash the "Hepa" filter using a washing machine.
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Assembling the filter element

Warning: before assembling the filter element dry the "Hepa" filter and the gauze pre-fil-
ter carefully. Water can seriously damage the electric engine.

3. Changing filter for air-outlet (fig.7)

Connect the gauze pre-filter (C) to the "Hepa" filter (D) and turn it clockwise to lock it
in.

Connect the internal lid (B) to the filter element and turn it clockwise to lock it in.
Install the filter element to the cartridge. Make sure the arrow on the internal lid (B)
points at the air inlet.

Press the internal lid (B) slightly and turn it clockwise to lock it in.

Turn the upper lid of the dust collector (A) clockwise to lock it in.

Install the assembled dust collector to the vacuum cleaner.

Open the grille for air-outlet.
When open the grille for air-outlet, the filter for air-outlet is found.
Take the filter out and change a clean one.

Close the grille for air-outlet.

If your appliance fails, please check the following:

Make sure the mains plug is correctly fitted into the socket.

Check the fuse in the plug.

The appliance is equipped with over-heating protection device, which will shut down
the appliance should the motor overheat as a result of tube/filter blockage, etc. If the
unit stops suddenly during normal operation, please unplug and check the tube for
blockage, clean dust container and filter(s). The appliance will reset automatically
after a period of time (approximately 20 minutes).

This appliance conforms to the relevant CE guidelines and has been constructed on the
basis of the latest technical safety regulations.
