/ADD DETERGENTS, CLOSE THE DOOR
/AND SELECT THE PROGRAMME

Add detergent as indicated on the front page and as
described in your Instructions for Use. Close the door and
turn the programme knob to the desired programme.

*  The display shows the duration of the chosen
programme (in hours and minutes).

* If the programme you selected is a wash programme the
wash operation light will flash.

»  If the programme you selected is a rinse/spin or drain
programme the corresponding lights will flash.

SELECT THE DESIRED SPIN SPEED

» The spin speed can be altered by turning the spin

speed knob.

* As a default setting, the washing machine automatically
sets the top spin speed available for each selected
programme. Spin speeds are shown in the table on the
previous page.

» To select a slower spin speed, adjust by turning the spin
speed selector. If the selector is set to a higher speed than
that available, the washing machine will adopt the spin speed
indicated in the table on the previous page.

SELECT ANY DESIRED OPTION

In order to select an additional option:

* Press once the additional option button you wish to
select.

« If the light above the option button stays on it means
you have selected the option you wished to select.

* If the light above the option button is flashing it
means you cannot use that additional option for

the wash programme you selected.

“Rinse hold” button U

*  The laundry remains in the final rinse water without
progressing to the final spin cycle to prevent creasing.

»  This function is particularly useful if you want to
postpone spinning to a later time, or if you want to drain
only.

+ If you press the "Rinse hold" button again, the
programme will terminate automatically with the final spin
cycle for the present wash programme.

» If you do not wish to spin the clothes, turn the
programme knob to “0” (Off) position, then select the
“Drain” programme and press the “Start/Pause” button.

“Intensive rinse” button /it
* One more rinse cycle is added.
» This option is particularly suitable for areas with very soft
water, washing baby linen and for people with allergies.

“Eco” button %

+ The duration of the wash and the amount of water are
decreased and the temperature reduced in order to save
energy.

* Your machine has also an automatical load detection
system. If you load your machine with half load or less than
half load, your machine can detect this lower load and
change the program flow. If it happens, your “rapid wash”
option lamp will be on to show you that lower load is
detected.

* If you don’t want your program flow to be changed, then
you can press “rapid wash” option button again and cancel
detection. This time machine will work with normal program
flow and it will not be possible to activate “rapid wash” for
this cycle again.

“Easy Ironing” button _—%
* By using this option, you can ensure your clothes come
out less wrinkled after the washing.

|ADJUST THE TEMPERATURE |

As previously said, as a default the display shows the duration
of the chosen programme (this time can be affected if any
special option is selected). If you press the
"Temperature/Start Delay" button once, on the display the
default temperature is shown. It can be altered by pressing
the "Select" button.

*  If no temperature adjustment is made, the default
temperature, which is the maximum temperature

for any programme selected, will be used.

* You can reduce the wash temperature as desired.

 If you wish to wash your laundry in cold water, press the
"Select" button until the display shows “CLD”.

« If you accidentally scroll past the desired temperature
setting, simply keep pressing the “Select" button.

START DELAY |

The “Start Delay” allows the machine to run at the
consumer's convenience.

« Select programme, spin speed and options. The display
shows the duration time of the programme.

¢ Press the “Temperature/Start Delay” button once:

on the display the default temperature is shown and it can be
altered by pressing the “Select” button, as described in the
previous section.

¢ Press the “Temperature/Start Delay” button again: the
display will show “0 h”. By pressing the “Select” button, you
can set the desired delay time between | and 23 hours, by |-
hour steps. On the display, the “h” will flash.

« If you accidentally scroll past the desired delay time,
simply keep pressing the “Select” button.

« Activate the delay time by pressing the “Start/Pause”
button once.

» After pressing the “Start/Pause” button, the

countdown of the time delay begins. When the programme
starts, the delay time disappears from the display and is
replaced by the programme remaining time.

 If no delay is set, the machine will start the wash
programme immediately.

PROGRAMME START |
+ Start the selected programme by pressing the
‘“Start/Pause” button.

*  When the programme you selected starts its

operation the light above the “Start/Pause” button will
light up.

*  When you wish to put the selected programme on pause
press the “Start/Pause” button once. The light above it will
start to flash. In order to restart the programme from the
point it was put on pause at you will have to press the
“Start/Pause” button once again.

*  When you bring the programme knob to 0 (off) position,
your machine will carry out the drain operation in order to

finish (cancel) programme cycle. After drain is finished,
machine will go into Standby Mode. You can now select
another programme you wish to start.

|PROGRAMME END

*  Your machine will stop automatically when the
programme you selected has finished.

e “End” will appear on the display.

¢ Bring the programme button to the “0” (Off) position.

¢ The door lock of your machine will automatically release
about two minutes after the programme has finished. You
can open the door and take out the laundry by pulling the
door handle towards yourself.

+ After you have taken out the laundry leave the door open
for 45 minutes - | hour so that the machine interior can dry.
* Unplug the machine.

¢ Turn off the water tap.

|CANCEL A RUNNING PROGRAMME

If you want a certain programme in progress to finish early:
*  Press the “Start/Pause” button for 4 seconds.

*  Your machine will carry out the drain operation
necessary for the programme to finish, and then end the
programme.

* “End” will stay on the display.

* You can now select another programme if required.

CHILD LOCK =0

* Your machine is equipped with a “child lock” feature in
order to prevent a programme’s operation from being
affected by a push on a button during a wash operation. The
child lock will become active after the first and second
function buttons on the control panel are pressed at the
same time and for longer than three seconds.

* When the child lock becomes active, the “0:-n” indication
will flash on the display for two seconds and then the display
will return to its previous position. In case any button is
pressed, this pressing will have no effect and the display will
warn you by flashing “0:-n”. In order to deactivate the child
lock, you have to press the same buttons for longer than
three seconds and again the  “0:-n” indication will flash on
the display for two seconds.

AUTOMATIC FAILURE DETECTION SYSTEM

* Your machine is equipped with systems which will both
take the necessary precautions and warn you in the event of
any failure, thanks to constant monitoring throughout the
wash cycle.

* When a failure condition is detected, the option

indicator lights blink according to a codification that identifies
the failure causes.
